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INFORMATION PAPER

Subject:  Reserve Officers' Training Corps (ROTC) Nurse Program

1.  Purpose:  To provide an overview of the Nurse Program. 

2.  Facts:

    a.  Nursing students participate in ROTC as either scholarship or non-scholarship cadets.  Scholarships provide students up to $17,000 per year financial assistance toward college tuition and educational fees.  Winners also receive $200.00 stipend for each academic month plus an allowance for books and other educational items.  Non-scholarship students are entitled to the stipend during their last two years of military science courses.

    b.  Two, three, or four-year scholarships are available.  Four-year scholarship winners must attend one of the "designated nursing education programs".  Students who receive two- or three-year scholarships, Green-to-Gold cadets, and non-scholarship cadets can attend any accredited baccalaureate nursing degree program with a ROTC affiliation.  Cadets must meet/maintain minimum academic acceptance criteria of the nursing program or ROTC, whichever is higher, plus the basic ROTC eligibility criteria.   

c.  Designated Nursing Education Programs include schools with "Partnership in Nursing Education" (PNE) status, plus those nursing programs identified as top nursing schools in The Gourman Report, A Rating of Undergraduate Programs in American and International Universities, 10th Edition, 1997, Princeton Review Publishing, L.L.C.
    (1)  There are 56 designated PNE schools throughout the United States.  Cadet Command "partners" with colleges of nursing that agree to accept scholarship winners and transfer students, and guarantee upper division clinical nursing seats to students meeting the school's minimum published acceptance criteria.  Each school identifies the number of seats they will reserve for ROTC nurse cadets.  These schools also award academic credit for the Nurse Summer Training Program (NSTP) and work closely with the ROTC Battalion to ensure nurse cadets can meet the requirements of both ROTC and the nursing school. Nursing schools requesting PNE status can submit applications throughout the year.


  (2)  There are 37 top ranked nursing schools.  Five of these schools have obtained PNE status.  At the other 32 schools, students do not have the guaranteed acceptance into the upper division.  They must make the competitive cut for acceptance/retention at their particular school or transfer into another nursing program to retain scholarship benefits.    
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
